We said farewell to Tutty Faber in glorious style and he regaled us 
with stories of his 40 years of coaching at King Edward VII School, 
how wonderful that we get to say all these momentous things about 
people whilst they are still here and not in memorium.  Tutty is a 
true legend of King Edward VII School.  King Edward VII School is 
indeed very lucky to have many stalwarts that continue to support 
the school in many ways and the success of the school is based on 
this support now and into the future.  We hope to see as many of 
you as possible at the banquet in March.
Wherever you find yourselves this festive season, may it be safe 
and be with the ones that you love and cherish the most.  We are 
grateful for your support, and we look forward to welcoming you 
back to the School in 2023.

Although I only started my schooling career in 1985, I knew of 
Mr Tutty Faber since 1982 as my brother, Burgen, along with 
Michael Faber and Jonny Gerber who are here tonight, played in 
the unbeaten 1982 U13A team which played 14 won 14 and scored 
a massive 436 points and only had 6 points scored against them. 
This by Highlands North. Theo who is here tonight I am sure can 
remember that from a Highlands perspective. An interesting thing 
on all these forums like Facebook, is that when people discuss 
previous generations’ accomplishments they allude to the fact that 

the School maybe had easier fixtures. But remember that everything is relative and one mustn’t detract from the ability of the opposition then, and 
I somehow think that beating Monument 35-0 at u13 level is a pretty good achievement. 
I then got to meet Mr Faber in 1985 as an U13B rugby player where he was ably assisted by Mr Roddey Adams and the late Gary Grant, a fantastic 
young WITS rugby player who went on to achieve higher honours, also a 1st XV RED’s player before my time. He was a very nice guy with a great 
disposition. I always thought he was quite a cool guy as his hair was long (being a WITSIE student) and he had this super relaxed vibe. 
Mr Roddey Adams was a teacher at the school and was the antithesis of Mr Gary Grant – he was also playing WITS 1st XV and was an absolute 
brute of a man and was ‘all fired up’ in and out of the classroom. He had this mop of white hair, not blonde hair, white! His whistle had and 
interesting strap that resembled a ‘cat o nine tails’ which was a good motivator, I often saw a rotund prop forward legging it to the scrum machine 
with Roddey chasing him with his whistle. We called 
him the ‘vanilla gorilla’, also a fantastic person with a 
heart of gold. 
I’ll never forget, as U13A and B practised on a 
Wednesday afternoon, he told us before the game 
against Monnas that we would take them on at 
their own game and take them on up front. As a 
malnourished backline player I thought to myself that 
this wasn’t a good idea. My prophecy was correct, it 
didn’t turn out well. 
Nowadays, with all this fancy analysis etc, let me tell you 
something, Mr Faber in 1985 was already videotaping 
games.A scaffolding was erected by South Field (its name 
then) and someone was assigned to film accordingly. 
Tutty had the games filmed on his Betamax video 
recorder and Mr R Adams did video analysis with us in 
the AV room, what is now room 25. 
We were taught running rugby by Mr Faber. Forwards 
were ball winners and backs had to finish it off, not 
drop the ball and score. Simple. He called us backs 
the ‘pretty boys’ and the forwards the ‘mongrels’.
‘Pattern’, those who are in the know will remember, at 
practice was order of the day on Friday. Keep it simple, forwards win the ball from a lineout, backs move it wide and set up ‘a wedge’ and then one 
moves it the other direction, with us pretty boys doing some fancy moves of the day like… skip one or even a risky double dummy by the flyhalf who 
would then offload to the fullback flying in as straight into the backline, to hit the ball with pace. Exciting moves back then. Drop the ball and you 
were kicked off the field and had to start again behind the F team. 
Fitness was important to Tutty, and he had a favourite …. WINDERS! That was the ultimate pain. If we performed badly, very seldom was a 
harsh word said, but my goodness you ran your winders! The U13 age group felt this pain in 1985…Parktown Boys had an amazing U13 A team 

and age group which beat us in every game from U13A – U13D 
at Parktown… Mr Faber kept quiet, but we felt his wrath for the 
next practice. Interestingly the following year as U14’s the A team 
beat an excellent Parktown A team - and who was the first to 
congratulate the now U14A team? A certain, Mr Faber who made 
the trek from South field to come and congratulate his graduates.   
I am sure Mr Faber was equally proud as his charges when they 
were in matric, who as U13’s lost every game vs. Parktown and 
then as Opens, won all the open games, 1st -7th team. 
It must be said that the 1st XV of Parktown in 1989 was an amazing 
team that were unbeaten up to their last game which was played in 
Houghton to a massive crowd. They had the like of Fink, Tarr and 
Kieran Devlin in the forwards and Spiers, Bunch and James Moss 
in the backs; they were a potent side. With Parktown Boys leading 
12-3 at half time, it was all but theirs, however the REDS and its 

late Captain Lee Stewart, along with members who are here tonight like Jamie White, Nigel McGurk and Steven Gilchrist who had other ideas, 
Personally I think it was all those winders run in 1985, well done Tutty. The REDS went on to win 16-12. 
On the start of my teaching career in 1994 as a young 21 old I was placed with the U13 age group. I was a little put out I must say: I rated myself as 
an A team coach and I was placed with the C and D teams. But there was always a method behind this madness. You had to earn your stripes at 
School, even as a coach. I know Mr Erasmus also started down with the lower teams when he began his teaching and coaching career, he ended up 
as a successful first team forward coach. 
Eventually I moved to the A team and was guided and mentored by Tutty. We coached many years together and he was our compass in U14, always 
pointing us in the right direction.

Here are the things that I learnt.
1)	� Watch every team play, especially the lower teams. Try to get to mid-week games of the C and D teams, it means the world to the lads and that 

is where you find the gems. Case in point 2005, Nelson Mwali, started in the F team and ended up mid-season as an A team player on the wing 
and a very good wing as well. That team only lost 1 game and Nelson was an important member of that team and its success – they went on to 
become a very accomplished team in 2009. Mr Nkosi who is here was in that team. He still blames me for that only loss!

2)	� Always ref games. You can learn a great deal and have another perspective of players, their strengths, and weaknesses. Tutty was brilliant in giving 
constructive criticism to one’s refereeing after a game. As a youngster I got irritated by this at first, but after a while I understood the value and 
Tutty knows the rules! We had lots of arguments about the rules. I always lost! 

3)	� I learnt that administration, record keeping, being organized and prepared is key to coaching anyone and the little guys in U13/U14. Besides 
publishing a team list every practice, following up on players missing practice was vital and a sanction for those who didn’t tick their names! 
Winders for them, or in the old days, encouragement from a whistle strap ….please don’t cancel me! 

4)	� A 286 or 486 computer and a dot matrix printer can last forever. The funniest day for me was when Tutty was bought a laptop by his sons and 
he had Excel loaded. Tutty was never shy to tell the computer when we were selecting teams what he thought of it and where it could go. Tutty 
could make a sailor blush if he wanted to.

5)	� Tutty encouraged me/us to hold U14 Rugby camps, he was inclusive in that he always wanted every player from every team, so after Saturday 
trials, we had rugby camps with the entire age group staying in the Boarding houses for the whole weekend. Our success at U14 due to those 
camps was evident. Especially at the start of the season.

6)	� Looking after boys’ valuables. Boys always had to hand in watches, wallets etc. into the old and trusty black kit bag. Eventually it became gray like 
its owner.

7)	� Knowing every player’s name, from the A to the lowest team. Tutty by week two of the season would know every player’s name and position.  
8)	� Make the lower teams feel special.
9)	� Bite the bullet. Tutty brought me a bullet to bite on. No level of shouting, screaming, or complaining would change a ref’s decision. I never learnt, 

but my rants were more muffled.
10)	�Always thank the ref and opposition no matter how aggrieved you feel. 
11)	� Never speak to a team straight after a game, especially when they have lost. Leave it for the following practice when you as a coach have time to 

reflect. Be gentle in defeat and tough in victory. Keep the lads grounded. 
12)	�Have a good memory, it helps to know everyone and their positions. Tutty was brilliant with this and by the 2nd week he knew every player and 

their position from the A -F teams. My wife will bear testimony to this…15 years later they still arguing about Alford Smith where Tutty says he 
can’t play tennis and rugby over the winter period and my wife is still adamant they he could. 

13)	Zamalek is the only beer.
14)	���� Western Province are actually Western Problems, and they will only disappoint you. 
It was a pleasure to coach with Tutty and I had many years of fun working with Tutty. I hope we made a difference. I know he did, and he made a 
difference for me as well as the lads.
Added to this I had the pleasure of working with Tutty at athletics where he held down the fort at shot put with Mr R Hansen for many a year. He 
was invaluable in providing statistics before there were programmes that could do it for us. Always early at practice, always working at events the 
entire day up to his retirement. Often at away venues he would, in his shy and retiring way, offer his services to ‘help’, obviously ending up running 
everything. He was highly respected in the Boys schools and often asked to help or run the shot-put events. 
Tutty loves his athletics and again it was awesome, when Athletics isn’t the best supported sport due to its nature of taking most of the day, seeing 
him at the Triangular this year at Parktown supporting and watching the shot put. Tutty did remind me that the U14’s needed some work. I blamed 
Martin Bain-Venn, he nodded in agreement…. sorry Martin, I am not taking the blame for that one. I threw you under the bus. 

I was really upset when he told me he wouldn’t be coaching past 2021. I explained that I won’t except his resignation. I still haven’t, he just didn’t 
arrive in 2022. I told him I won’t pay him, he explained that he hasn’t been paid since 1982, so that didn’t work either. 
Tutty…there is so much you have done for the school, and this excludes the sports that you have helped with. Thank you. You are my oldest friend, 
yes oldest in age…. you are a mentor and most importantly a SON OF THIS PLACE, Strenue.

The Annual Golf Day unfortunately was rained out.  The golfers arrived 
and some even managed to get a few  shots in but the weather was the 
winner of the day.   Thank you to everyone for their support and we will 
see you on 11 August 2023.
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The Mnyandu family history at KEPS dates back three generations 
with more than nine decades of dedicated service as General 
Assistants to the school. The brothers Ben Mnyandu, Steven Mnyandu 
and Richard Mnyandu currently serve at the school. Unfortunately, 
brother Michael Mnyandu passed in 2016. 
Mbhekeni Charlie Mnyandu father to the four Mnyandu brothers 
worked for the school for 45 years before he retired in 1993. Charlie 
Mnyandu passed in 1997.
Ben Mnyandu, born on September 1st, 1961, started working for the 
school in January of 1981 and he is now on his 43rd year of service 
at the school. Michael Mnyandu started in 1983, whilst Steven and 
Richard both started in 1993 immediately after the retirement of their 
father, Charlie. 
Ben was employed as a Photocopy Machine Operator and when the 
general assistants were understaffed, he then was required to also assist 
with the cleaning duties. Ben resided in Soweto between 1981 and 
1987. Mr Foote, Principal at the time, invited Ben to come and stay 
at the school and he would sleep in the classroom to escape security 
police raids.
According to the draconian laws at that time, Ben required a residence 
permit to be on the school premises after 16h00, and he didn’t have 
the residence permit. Mr Foote asked him to come and stay on campus 
as he was often required to work late at times and the travelling was a 
challenge.
Ben Mnyandu also served as an SGB member between 1997 and 1999. 
Ben currently works in the admin team as the Photocopy Machine 
Operator, the position he was initially employed for. For the years 
that he has been with the school, Ben has mostly enjoyed interacting 
with the boys and he has never had differences with them. The boys 
now call him Ben 10, a name that he is very proud of because he sees 
himself as a grandfather to these boys. 
Ben also takes pride to the fact that during his 43 years with the school, 
he has never been absent or taken leave in the schooling days. Ben is 
also thankful to God for blessing him with Mrs Joyce Mnyandu as his 
wife the much-loved Teacher Assistant in the Grade R centre.
Ben Mnyandu appreciates the support and comfort that he and the 
Mnyandu family have received from his KEPS Family, during their 
times of Joy and of Sorrow. When Michael passed in 2016, Mr Shead 
and Mr Kubayi travelled to the KZN for the burial service. 
Ben and Joyce Mnyandu’ s matrimonial celebration was held in 
Limpopo in 2017, again Mr Shead with his wife, Mrs Viljoen, Mr and 
Mrs Carrolus, Mr and Mrs Andrews were all present to honour their 
wedding with them. 

As I approach the end of my matric year, I am filled with so many mixed emotions. Sad to be leaving this 
amazing place behind, with all the memories that we have created and lifelong friendships we have formed 
and yet a part of me is excited and optimistic at the prospect of leaving school and venturing out into the 
big, wide world to start the next chapter. 
When I came to KES in Grade 8, everyone told me to make the most of every day because it was going to 
be over very quickly. I didn’t believe them, 5 years felt like a very long time for a 13-year-old. But boy were 
they right.
For some of us matrics, this school is all we have ever known, having started here at KEPS with our tiny 
blazers and clip on ties - doffing our caps to every adult who passed us by. Others are 2nd or 3rd generation 
KES boys. And then there are those who have only been here for 5 years. Regardless of our relationship 
with the school, there is one thing that we all share and have in common - red pride. This term can be 
described as passion, dedication, and the utmost devotion towards our beloved school and what it stands 
for. 120 years of tradition and a culture of excellence that is second to none. Regardless of how successful 
we become one day, I am confident that many of us will continue to give back in meaningful ways and 
make sure that the historical legacy of King Edward lives on for many years to come. 
A very special mention to our parents, guardians and sponsors who have made it possible for us to be able 

to attend a first-rate school like this one. It is an honour and a privilege. 
Our leadership group this year worked on making King Edward a more tolerant and inclusive place for the juniors. We focused on a system of 
mentorship and guidance with the younger grades and earned their respect mutually with our actions rather than inflicting fear. I believe that we have 
achieved many of our objectives. Last year, we were told about being a leader without a title and it has been remarkable to see so many of the matrics have 
become role models to the juniors. The positive impact that we have made on their lives will ensure that the school continues to thrive into the future. 
Having been taught History by Mr Erasmus last year, I will always remember one of the verses he continuously used which has stuck with me and 
epitomizes my experience and outlook of King Edward. The verse reads, “Judge not lest ye be judged. For in the same way, you judge others, you 
will be judged, and with the measure you use, it will be measured to you.” The deep-rooted meaning behind these words represents the diversity and 
compassion that we as King Edward men, display on a daily basis.
For the 10 years that I have been a part of the red family, both at KES as well as KEPS, I have made friends that I can call my brothers. What is so special 
about this school is that you are not defined by your past, regardless of your race, religion, culture, social or economic background. Once you don that 
green blazer and place that iconic crest over your heart, we are all treated as equals. 
This 2022 group of Matrics were given a wonderful opportunity that sadly the previous 2 groups before us were not, and that was to enjoy being part of 
a normal final year at school. Because we had experienced the lows of Covid and saw the disappointment on the faces of the matrics from those years 
before us, we have all appreciated this year even more. With this gift and good fortune, we have had the extra responsibility of reminding the younger 
grades who never got to experience the kind of start we had at the school, of what being a KES boy is all about.
We have had to make sure that our great traditions were instilled upon this younger group who will one day be responsible for keeping the legacy going.  
So much of our school’s tradition is passed on through rituals and for 2 years these boys had not experienced many of these. The story had to be passed 
on lest it be lost.  From the book Legacy about the All Blacks, they say to be a great ancestor you need to plant seeds you will never see grow, and to all 
of our matric group who helped instil our values and traditions again, I am extremely appreciative of your support and hopefully one day we will see the 
fruits of the seeds that were planted and watered by the class of 2022.

The plaque 
was unveiled, and the Head paid tribute to the significant role the 
Mnyandu’ s have played at the Prep School
