The most exciting race of the weekend was the
U14A quad’s second place - a remarkable achievement considering our U14s only started rowing
a month before. November also saw the unveiling of the Honours Board in the erg room, to pay
tribute to Old Boys who have achieved national colours. Of the 16 national oarsmen who have
come through our club, 5 were able to attend a very enjoyable evening. The décor of the erg room
has been enhanced through the inclusion of an erg record board that will inspire current boys to
